SOMERVILLE COLLEGE

VACATION RESIDENCE GRANT 2009 - 2010
All undergraduate members of the college may apply for a grant for a total of 14 nights Vacation Residence per year, exclusive of days spent taking University Examinations.  Unused nights in a year can be carried forward to the next year; in the same way that excess nights taken can be deducted from the following year.  Undergraduates are therefore eligible to apply for a total of 42 NIGHTS (for a three-year course), or 56 NIGHTS (for a four-year course) throughout their undergraduate career.
There is no longer any funding from the UK Government for vacation residence costs for undergraduates.  If you fall into one of the following categories, you may apply for a vacation residence grant of £16.74 per night.

· Those who are considered to be in need of financial support, including those in receipt of full or partial fee remission from their LEA or equivalent, those in receipt of an Oxford Opportunity Bursary, those who are currently in receipt of a hardship grant

· Those who will be in financial difficulties if they have to stay up for academic reasons

· Those who have missed tutorials through illness

· Those who have another exceptional reason for applying
· Those who have to sit a University examination outside normal term-time

In all these circumstances, undergraduates wishing to apply for a vacation residence grant should complete the Vacation Residence Grant application form.  All vacation residence grants are subject to the approval of the Treasurer and the Senior Tutor.  Undergraduates who are not eligible for a vacation residence grant on any of the above grounds will be charged for their vacation residence through their battels.

Submission deadline

Applications for vacation residence grants must be submitted by the Wednesday of 6th week (in the term prior to the vacation) to the Treasury. Applications for grants received after this date will be considered at the discretion of the Senior Tutor and the Treasurer.
