General

The study of Spanish in the first year of the degree in Modern Languages and in ML
and Joint Schools at Oxford University comprises the study of the Spanish language
and the study of topics and texts drawn from the literature of Spain and Spanish
America.

Language tuition is provided both centrally by native and non-native teachers and in
some colleges by the college tutor/lecturer in the subject. The study of literary topics
also rests on dual foundations: lectures on and around the first year syllabus are
provided in the Taylorian Institution, and close personal tuition is provided by your
college tutor/lecturer on a weekly basis.
